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Memorandum of Cooperation on the Joint Crediting Mechanism
between the Government of Japan and the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand

The Government of Japan and the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand (hereinafter
referred to individually as a “government” and collectively as “both governments™), in
pursuit of the objectives of the Paris Agreement including holding the increase in the global
average temperature to well below 2 °C abowve pre-industrial levels and pursuing efforts
to limit the temperature increase to 1.5 °C above pre-industrial levels as stipulated in
its Article 2, paragraph 1, sub-paragraph (a), and in order to enhance bilateral cooperation
in addressing climate change, establish a koint Crediting Mechanism (hereinafter referred to
as “the JCM").

The JCM aims to promote investment and deployment of leading decarbonizing
technologies, products, systems, services and infrastructure as well as implementation of
mitigation actions and innovations, as mutually consented by both governments, thereby
contributing to greenhouse gas emission reductions or removals and sustainable
development in the Kingdom of Thailand, and the achievement of nationally determined
contributions of Japan and the Kingdom of Thailand.

Both governments implement the JCM in accordance with the relevant domestic laws and
regulations in force in respective countries.

Both governments also implement the JCM in line with Attachments 1 to 3 to this
Memorandum of Cooperation (hereinafter referred to as “this MoC"), and consistent with
the guidance on cooperative approaches, referred to in Article 6, paragraph 2 of the Paris
Agreement (hereinafter referred to as “the guidance”).

Both governments establish the Joint Committee consisting of representatives from each
government to implement the JCM. The Joint Committee performs its functions in line with
Attachment 3 of this MoC.

Both governments mutually recognize that part of credits issued from emission reductions
and removals achieved by a project in line with Attachments 1 and 2, may be used towards
the achievement of Japan's nationally determined contribution and the rest of the said
credits may contribute to the achievement of the Thailand's nationally determined
contribution, while ensuring that double counting is avoided on the basis of comesponding
adjustments, consistent with the guidance.

Each government authorizes the credits issued in the JCM registry of lapan for use towards
the achievernent of lapan’s nationally determined contribution as internationally
transferred mitigation outcomes, consistent with the guidance.




Each government may authorize part of credits for use for other international mitigation
purposes, as appropriate, consistent with the guidance.

Both governments ensure the transparency, including in governance, and environmental
integrity of the JCM and maintain it simple and practical, to promote concrete actions for
global greenhouse gas emission reductions and remaovals.

Both governments work in close cooperation for the implementation of the JCM. The
Government of Japan will fadilitate technological and capacity-building support necessary
for the implementation of the JCM.

Both governments aim for contributions to assist adaptation efforts of developing countries.

This MoC replaces the Bilateral Cooperation on the Joint Crediting Mechanism for the

Low Carbon Growth Partnership between Japan and the Kingdom of Thailand, signed

on 19 November 2015.

(i) Attachment 1 of this MoC applies to all projects other than the projects (i) below.

(i) Attachment 2 of this MoC applies to the existing projects started and identified by both
governments.

Either government may terminate this MoC by giving at least six (6) months' prior written
notice to the other government through diplomatic channel. Such termination will not
affect existing projects or activities under this Mol

Both governments recognize that this MoC is not legally binding and does not create any
legal rights or obligations under international law. Contents of this MoC will not affect any
of rights and obligations of both governments, arising from other applicable international
agreements.

15. The Attachments 1 to 3 to this MoC form an integral part of this MoC.

16. Any content of this MoC may be modified and supplemented by mutual written consent
between both governments.

17. Any differences in the interpretation, application and implementation of this MoC will be
resolved amicably through consultations between both governments.

|. Description of the authorized mitigation activity: The Mitigation Activity
will replace the use of conventional (diesel & natural gas) buses with e-buses on privately
operated bus routes within the Bangkok Metropolitan area. The mitigation outcomes from
the Mitigation Activity are measured through applying the following baseline and monitoring
methodologies of Thailand Voluntary Emission Reduction Program (T-VER): (i) T-VER-METH-TM-
05: Use of Electric Vehicles in Public Transportation System; and (ii) T-VER-METH-TM-06: Modal
Shift from Private Vehicles to Public Passenger Transportation with Electric Vehicles. Detailed
information is specified in the MADD.

Il. Authorized entities: Energy Absolute Public Company Ltd. and Carbon
Coordinating Managing Entity Co,, Ltd. are authorized to participate in the Mitigation Activity
as the Mitication Activity participants, the former of which is authorized to request
international transfer of mitigation outcomes generated from the Mitigation Activity
in accordance with this authorization statement

Il. Authorized crediting period: 1 October 2022 - 31 December 2030

IV. The NDC period during which ITMOs are authorized for transfer and use:
The first NDC implementation period ending 2030

V. Authorized use of ITMOs: Use towards Switzerland's NDC

VI. Amount and details of [TMOs authorized: A total cumulative maximum
amount of 500,000 tCOeq of mitigation outcomes generated from the Mitigation Activity.
The mitigation outcomes shall be issued and tracked by the designated registry of Thailand
administered by Thailand Greenhouse Gas Management Organization (Public Organization).

Vil. Applicable terms and provisions: The following terms and provisions
applies to this authorization:

(a) Condition precedent: The effectiveness of this authorization is conditional
upon successful issuance of mitigation outcome units from the Mitigation Activity in the
designated registry of Thailand,

(b) The implementation of the Mitigation Activity shall comply with
the Carbon Credit Management Guideline and Mechanism of Thailland approved by the National
Committee on Climate Change Policy, the provisions under the implementing Agreement,
and the applicable mitigation activity standards of Thailand Greenhouse Gas Management
Organization (Public Organization);

() The Mitigation Activity participant understands that the Royal Thai Govemment
is not lizble for meeting the specified amount of delivery of the mitigation outcomes
referred to above.

VIIl. Applicable method of corresponding adjustments: The Kingdom
of Thailand will apply corresponding adjustments by using the averaging method specified
in Decision 2/CMA.3, annex, paragraph 7 (allii). The Kingdom of Thailand reserves the right
to change the applicable method of corresponding adjustments, which will be applied
consistently throughout the NDC period, in consideration of further guidance in relation
to corresponding adjustments.

IX. Specification of first transfer: The first international transfer of mitigation
outcomes from the designated registry of Thailand to the designated registry of Switzerland
by applying a “cancellation-to-recreation” method and recognized in accordance with Article 8
of the Implementing Agreerent

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1.5. Implementation of project
31. Project participants operate a project in line with the JCM rules and guidelines.

32. After the registration of the project, the project participants operate the project, monitor its

activity in line with the registered PDD and itslcontribution to the Sustainable Development I
adopted at the United Nations General Assembly in September 2015 (hereinafter

referred to as “SDGs”) and, where applicable,lconduct corrective actions preventing negative I

Iimpactslin line with the sustainable development and safeguards assessment report of the

project. The project participants may submit the request for registration after the start date of

operation.
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1.6.3. Publication of sustainable development and safeguards assessment report

1.6.3.1. Preparation of sustainable development and safeguards assessment report

60. The project participants of a proposed JCM project prepare a draft sustainable development

and safeguards assessment report (hereinafter referred to as “SDSAR”), which describes

the plan of contribution to sustainable development and safeguard activities, using the latest

version of “Sustainable Development and Safeguards Assessment Report Form™ in line

with the “Joint Crediting Mechanism Guidelines for Developing Sustainable Development
and Safeguards Assessment Report and Monitoring Report” (hereinafter referred to as

“SDSAR and SDSMR Guidelines™), and submit the draft SDSAR together with supporting
documentation, as awﬁa’[e, to the Joint Committee thmugh the Secretariat at the time

of the submission of the draft PDD in line with the paragraph 43 above.

61. The proposed JCM project demonstrates its contribution to the achievement of at least two
(2) Goals in addition to Goal 13 of SDGs (Climate Action).

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62. The project participants may submit the draft SDSAR to the Joint Committee through
Secretariat, using the previous version of the “Sustainable Development and Safeguards

Assessment Report Form™ within the grace period of six (6) months from the date of

publication of a new version. The Joint Committee does not accept the draft SDSAR using

the previous version after the grace period of six (6) months.

63. The Secretariat notifies the receipt of the submission of the draft SDSAR to the project

participants by electronic means.

64. Upon notifying the receipt of the submission, the Secretariat makes the draft SDSAR

publicly available through the JCM website for public comments. The duration of call for

public comments on the draft SDSAR is thirty (30) calendar days subsequent to the

publication of the draft SDSAR. The Secretariat informs the project participants of the
location of the draft SDSAR on the JCM website and the opening and closing dates of the

duration of call for public comments.
